The Resolution is in recognition that both organi-
zations have fought since 1920 to improve the
system of government and affect public policies
through citizen education and advocacy as they
celebrate their 90t Anniversaries in 2010. (The
full text is available in the souvenir program.)

Following is an excerpt of remarks made by LWVDC President, Billie Day:

We are grateful for the Council’s recognition of the League of Women Voters and its long history and of the commit-
ment of the District of Columbia League to informed citizen participation.

Ninety years ago today, a few months before passage of the Nineteenth Amendment granting women the right to
vote, the DC League was formed. It soon became known as the “vote less” DC League. That began to change in 1964
with the vote for Presidential electors, and subsequently, with voting for school board, followed by the Home Rule
Charter. Yet, . . .it is clear how we lack full self-determination—when non-residents can attempt to withhold our ba-
sic rights for issues and positions of their choosing.
